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A FEW WORDS FROM THE DRE...

As | am sure you are all aware, five of our youth along with
two adults will be heading to Appalachia this summer to be of
service to families in need. While only seven people from our
congregation are physically travelling to Appalachia, this
service project is truly a whole congregational effort. The
congregation has offered their support both financially,
through monetary donations via the Rock-a-Thon, and morally
with words of encouragement and food for the Rock-a-Thon.
As we head into May, the next step for this service project is
preparing the youth and the adults for the work they will do in
Appalachia. There are several training sessions that need to
take place that will involve learning some practical home repair
skills and tool safety, learning how best to work with each
other, and learning about the culture and environment in
Appalachia. For these training sessions the physical support

of the congregation is needed.

There are two training activities that require the physical
presence of additional congregants. The first activity is an
exercise called “Mountain Month.” The purpose of “Mountain
Month” is to examine the social conditions and poverty of the
Appalachian region. The exercise will ask the questions: what
is poverty? How do people fit (or not fit) into the “system”?
The exercise is actually a simulation game which will help the
group experience and discuss feelings and responses to
poverty. Participants are needed to help form family groups,
business groups, and social service groups. Each group is given
roles to play and must live out a ‘month” in Appalachia.

The “Mountain Month” game will be taking place on
May16th from 12:30 to 2:30 p.m. Participants from age
10 through adult are needed.

The second activity that is in need of additional participants
is the training session on tool safety and proficiency. The tool
safety and proficiency training will be set up in stations with
various hand held power tools. People are needed to work at
each station, show youth the proper use of the tool along with
safety requirements, and oversee the use of the tool by the
youth. The tool safety training will take place on May
23rd from 12:30 to 2:30 p.m. (This way people would still be
able to attend Bev Waring's ordination.)

Please try to make time to participate in these meaningful
activities. While you may not be able to travel to Appalachia
for a week and do the physical work, you can give a small
amount of time to make the project a success. The youth
thank you, the advisors thank you, and the people of
Appalachia thank you.

In 2006, the United Nations issued a report which stated that
the livestock industry as a whole was responsible for more
greenhouse gas emissions than the whole of the transport sec-
tor put together.

They pointed out the following facts:

¢ The Livestock industry produces gases that are extremely
dangerous for the future of our environment.

¢ The two main gases, methane and nitrous oxide, are
considered to be more harmful than CO2 (methane is 21
times more powerful than CO2 and nitrous oxide is 310
times more powerful than CO2) so the data suggests that
this is causing a highly dangerous situation for ourselves and,
more importantly, for future generations.

¢ Methane also remains in the atmosphere for 9 to 15 years;
nitrous oxide remains in the atmosphere for 114 years, on
average, and is 296 times more potent than CO2 - the gases
released today will continue to be active in degrading the
climate decades from now.

e Livestock production is land intensive: a recent report by
Greenpeace on land use in the largest meat producing state
in Brazil found that livestock (cattle) production was
responsible for vastly more deforestation than soya.

e A third of all cereal crops, and well over 90% of soya, goes
into animal feed, not food for humans. Eating less meat will
free up a lot of agricultural land which can revert to growing
trees and other vegetation, which, in turn, will absorb more
carbon dioxide from the atmosphere.

e Livestock production is water intensive: it accounts for
around 8% of global human water use. The estimated 634
gallons of fresh water required to produce one 5.2 ounce
(150g) beef burger would be enough for a four-hour shower.
For comparison, the same quantity of tofu requires 143
gallons of water to produce.

e Livestock production is the largest source of water pollutants,
principally animal wastes, antibiotics, hormones, chemicals
from tanneries, fertilizers and pesticides used for feed crops,
and sediments from eroded pastures.

* The meat industry is set to double its production by 2050 so
even if they manage to lower emissions by 50%, as they
have promised to, we will still be in the same position.

With this in mind, John Hopkins has launched an initiative
called MeatlessMondays. Meatless Monday is a non-profit
initiative of The Monday Campaigns, in association with the
Johns Hopkins’ Bloomberg School of Public Health. Our goal is
to help reduce meat consumption 15% in order to improve
personal health and the health of our planet.

There are several recipes available for meat-free dishes on
the web site http:/Awww.meatlessmonday.com/, and several
great vegetarian cookbooks: How to Cook Everything
Vegetarian by Mark Bittman and The Kind Diet by
Alicia Silverstone to name a couple.

Here's a recipe to get you started:

Stuffed Potatoes Primavera

6 medium baking potatoes, washed and scrubbed
2 tablespoons butter

Y2 cup skim milk

salt and pepper, to taste

2 cup green onions, chopped

1 %2 cups part-skim mozzarella cheese, shredded
2 cups broccoli florets, chopped

2 cups yellow squash, coarsely chopped

1 cup green bell pepper, chopped

1 cup onion, chopped

Ya cup balsamic vinegar

1 teaspoon dried basil leaves

Preheat oven to 400 degrees.

Poke a few holes in the potatoes with a fork and then bake for
1 hour, or until soft when squeezed.

Cut each potato in half lengthwise. Scoop out the inside into a
large bowl, reserving the thin shell. Mash the potato flesh with
butter and milk, mixing until creamy. Season with salt and
pepper to taste. Stir in the green onions and mozzarella.

Meanwhile, in a large skillet coated with non-stick cooking
spray, sauté the broccoli, squash, green peppers, onions,
tomatoes, vinegar and basil over medium heat for 7-10
minutes, or until vegetables are tender.

Carefully fold the vegetables into the potato mixture. Stuff the
potato shells with the mixture. Serve immediately or reheat in a
350 degree oven if desired.
